Isuzu NQR receives official Cart Marking at London’s Guildhall

The latest Isuzu NQR 7.5t refrigerated truck for Reynolds Catering featured in this year’s Cart Marking Day at the Guildhall in the City of London. As one of 40 vehicles representing transport past and present, the Isuzu rigid truck received its official marking in the presence of the Rt Hon Lord Mayor Alderman David Brewer CMG, the Sheriff and other City officers.

“The Cart Marking 2006 event is a great and historic re-enactment of City history that dates back over 500 years. With a wide and varied selection of vehicles in the official parade, the Isuzu represented a 7.5 tonner ideally suited to today’s urban distribution pressures, proudly receiving its mark in front of a host of civic and well-known industry dignitaries,” said Keith Child, Marketing Director at Isuzu Truck UK.

The Isuzu NQR involved in Cart Marking was fitted with a Lamberet refrigerated box body and Carrier Transicold Xarios 600 direct drive refrigeration system. This vehicle is one of a fleet of 70 similar Isuzu rigids recently ordered by Reynolds Catering, a family run London business that has been supplying fresh produce to companies in the London area for over 60 years.

“It is fitting that the Reynolds vehicle was chosen for the Cart Marking Ceremony, as the company and its vehicles are a well-known and respected name in London,” added Keith Child. “This particular vehicle is the first in their fleet fitted with Isuzu’s ‘Easyshift’ automated transmission gearbox that we have made the standard option on our 7.5 tonne range. It is also the first time we have shown this option at the Cart Marking Ceremony.”
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The 2006 Cart Marking ceremony at the Guildhall in London is a time-honoured tradition, maintained by The Worshipful Company of Carmen, where selective vehicles, representing the history of transport, are branded with a red-hot iron on a wooden plate. The ceremony acts as a reminder of centuries of service by transport organisations to the City of London.
