“The Isuzu is in serious contention for our future vehicle replacement programme primarily because of the half tonne payload advantage that it offers in comparison to our current vehicles. Feedback from the depots and the drivers so far has been excellent,” said Michael Hayes.
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“The compact size of the Isuzu is ideal for many of the tight locations at which our vehicles have to operate and as we utilise a multi driver per vehicle programme, all the drivers so far have found the vehicles easy to drive and  simple to manoeuvre on site,” added Michael Hayes.
This particular vehicle was supplied to Murphy Ltd by local Isuzu truck agent, Valley Trucks from Hoddesdon in Hertfordshire and as Keith Child, Marketing Director at Isuzu Truck UK commented, “Designed to provide dependable service, the Isuzu NQR offers strength and durability combined with significant payload benefits.
